These sessions will run straight after school from 3.15pm-4.45pm. Pupils will
need to gather outside the side entrance of the classroom in the Junior play-
ground after school. Pupils will need to be collected from here too and need to
take their t-shirts home with them to dry on the boards.

A prepared t-shirt will be provided ready for your child to get creative.
Please indicate on the booking form what size is required.

They will have access to all types of different fabric paints, pens and art materials
and be guided through the process. If they want to stick things on their t-shirts
such as sequins, ribbon and such like, there will be various things available too, but
if it is something specific, please ask them to bring them along to the session.

Pupils need to bring their design plans with them so it would be good if they
take a bit of time to make sure they are happy with what they have done and per-
haps guild them to images that will work on t-shirts. If they have images they want
to copy—bring them along and If they plan to use stencils, block prints or potato
cuts, please prepared them before hand to save on time. (see PSA website for
ideas).
